1. Place the Towel Rail in its final position against the wall
and mark the location of the 6 wall screw holes and the
6 floor fixing points.

2. Remove the Towel Rail and using appropriate drill bits
drill the 12 screw holes and check they are level and
insert appropriate wall / floor plugs

3. Re-position the Towel Rail and secure with the
appropriate screws

system we recommend using a suitable mixed metal inhibitor
to protect against scale & corrosion. Damage caused to
systems not protected by a suitable inhibitor will not
be covered by manufacturer’s guarantee.

2. Remove the Towel Rail and check the markings are
horizontally level. Then using suitable drill bits and fixings,
fix suitable wall plugs into the wall on the markings.

3. Lift up the radiator to check the bracket holes line up
with the wall plugs., and mark through the fixing holes for
the bottom two brackets.

4. Using suitable drills bits and fixings, fix suitable wall
plugs to the bottom bracket markings.

5. Offer up the radiator and first fix the top two brackets
with suitable screws and repeat for the bottom.
